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Overview of the Program

The California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE) Preparation Program originated in the early part of 2007 as a grant awarded by the Chancellor’s Office to provide additional academic assistance to seniors who did not graduate from high school and need to pass the California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE).  Beginning with the graduating class of 2006, students are now required to pass the CAHSEE in order to graduate with a diploma from a California public high school.  RCC has developed a program designed to assist students in raising their skill levels in Math and English/Language Arts to enable them to pass the CAHSEE and assists students to create a high school completion and community college educational plan.  The CAHSEE Prep Program is a non-credit, non-fee based course of study.

Program
The CAHSEE Prep Program is comprised of three courses: Guidance, Math, and English/Language Arts/ Reading.  These classes are designed to teach the skills that are required to pass the CAHSEE.  These classes meet twice a week for one to two hours a day, usually mornings or evenings.  The math class meets Monday and Wednesday, the English/Language Arts class meets on Tuesdays and Thursdays, and the Guidance class meets on Wednesdays for one hour.
